Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
 
Outside my window, the earth is covered over with snow though not completely. The read-
ing from Isaiah, says, “The Earth is filled with the knowledge of the Lord.” Light and dark-
ness are often scriptural themes for good and evil.  Martin Luther, a  
theologian of the 16

th
 century saw our moral lives like a hay bale covered over with snow. 

Christ did not purify us through and through, but clothed us in the light of Christ.  That is 
not what Isaiah is saying here. The Church and Isaiah saw God cleansing us from the im-
purities of sin inside and out. Isaiah prophesied a new nation, a new  
people, a new earth born of justice. Money and wealth are of no value to God.   
Only the dignity of each human being made in His image and likeness.      
 
I am always in awe of John the Baptist. He knows Jesus but not Jesus the Christ. In his 
heart the Holy Spirit told him that his mission is the prepare the people for the coming of 
Christ.  He does not know when the Christ is coming, only that we was to prepare them for 
it. Thus in following Isaiah’s prophecy, John the Baptist calls forth justice.  A change of 
heart is needed for all people for the Christ to be recognized, for he may even be in their 
midst now! 
 
You and I stand before God today. Two thousand years after John the Baptist, we have to 
prepare our hearts again. Christ is here today, but do we recognize him? Has Isaiah’s 
words been fulfilled? Does justice permeate the world around us as Isaiah writes? 
 
Many have already put up their Christmas lights and soon to follow those who have not. 
Easy to be distracted from our call for justice the lights are twinkling to the sounds of mu-
sic, and technology so mesmerizing to the senses. Do not sway from our call to make this 
Christmas a world ready for the Christ to come again.  Open your hearts to others in need 
through the Bag of Blessings’ Tree. Remember the lonely homebound, or the forgotten 
nursing home resident.  Decorate your tree with prayers for our  
leaders to be drawn to the light of justice. Cleanse your hearts from the darkness of sin 
and let the light of Christ permeate from within so the world will not see your sin, rather 
your love, compassion, joy, and mercy.   
 
May the joy of Christ be the tune in your hearts this Advent Season,
